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Introduction

James 5:19-20 — My brothers, if any among you
stray or wander from the truth and one turns him
back, let him know that he who turns a sinner from
the errors of his way, will save his soul from death
and will cover a multitude of sins.

Hebrews 10:22-25 — Let us draw near with a true
heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts
sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our
bodies washed with pure water. Let us hold fast the
confession of our hope without wavering, for he
who promised is faithful. And let us consider how to
stir up one another to love and good works, not
neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some,
but encouraging one another, and all the more as
you see the Day drawing near.

1 Peter 5:8 — Be sober, be vigilant, your adversary,
the devil prowls around like a roaring lion, seeking
someone to devour.

Hebrews 10:23 — Let us hold fast the confession of
our hope without wavering, for He who promised is
faithful.

Hebrews 2:1 — Therefore we must give the most
earnest heed to things we have heard or we drift
away.

Philippians 2:4 — Let each of you look not only to
his own interest, but also to the interests of others.

Hebrews 10:24-25 — Let us consider how to
stimulate one another to love and good works, not
neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some,
but encouraging one another, and all the more as
you see the day drawing near.
